


ITINERARY 
 

Day 1: Saturday, December 30 
After a lunch stop in Grand Forks, we cross the 
border at Laurier and drive south to Spokane. We 
stay three nights at the fabulous Davenport Hotel 
which opened in 1914 at a cost of $3 million and 
was soon famous around the world for its luxury 
and amenities. For 70 years, the Davenport 
hosted the world’s elite, but it fell on hard times 
and closed in 1985. It reopened in 2002 after a 
$38 million renovation and is once again one of 
the finest hotels in the Northwest.

Day 2: Sunday, December 31 
We meet our local guide who conducts a city tour 
of Spokane. Learn about Native Americans who 
first discovered the Spokane River, view Spokane 
Falls, and walk the grounds of the former Expo 
'74 site, now Riverfront Park. Take a ride on the 
1909 hand-carved wooden Looff Carousel,  then 
board enclosed gondolas for an exciting sky ride 
over icy Spokane Falls. View mansions built at the 
turn of the 20th century on the hill overlooking the 
city, then stroll through the flower-filled Manito 
Park Conservatory, a taste of spring in the winter! 
Tour the 1898 Campbell House, built by re-
nowned architect Kirtland Cutter who designed 
the Davenport Hotel and many Spokane homes. 
During free time this afternoon, you can walk to 
River Park Square with anchor store Nordstrom 
and about 40 other shops and services. An early 
dinner is arranged at the unique Steam Plant Grill. 
Built in 1915 to provide steam heat and power 
for downtown Spokane, it closed in 1986 and was 

converted in the mid-1990s to a collection of 
shops and restaurants with an interesting ambi-
ance. Tonight, we go to the Martin Woldson The-
atre which was originally built as a Fox Theatre in 
1931 and served movie audiences for 70 years. A 
$31 million renovation restored its beautiful art-
deco features and it re-opened as a live theatre 
in 2007. The Spokane Symphony is based here 
and presents a special New Year’s performance 
of Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony. The concert 
features more than 150 performers including the 
choir, a wonderful way to see out the old year 
and bring in the new. You may wish to view the 
10 pm fireworks in Riverfront Park.

Accommodation: Davenport Hotel 

Day 3: Monday, January 1, 2024 
Savour an extravagant New Year’s Day brunch at 
the Roberts Mansion, built in 1889 in the Queen 
Anne style, and carefully restored to its grand 
style today. In mid-afternoon, we drive to Lake 
Coeur d’Alene and board a vessel for a private 
dinner cruise. Admire a million lights showcasing 
the largest on-the-water light display in the USA 
and the tallest floating Christmas tree, followed 
by an awesome fireworks show.  
Meals included: Breakfast, Brunch, Dinner 
Accommodation: Davenport Hotel 

Day 4: Tuesday, January 2 
We journey home today with stops at the im-
mense Grand Coulee Dam, Omak for lunch, and 
the Duty-Free Store at the border.

Activity Level 1: Light activity including short distances to walk and some stairs during the 
city tour, at the Roberts Mansion, and at the theatre. There is a walk of 1 block (300 metres) 
from the hotel to Steam Plant Grill. The coach cannot carry a scooter or motorized wheel-

chair. Everybody participating in this tour is expected to be capable of handling Activity Level 1. The tour 
director and driver have many responsibilities, so please do not expect them, or your fellow travellers, to 
provide frequent assistance. 

 
TOUR POLICIES 
 

Payments: A deposit of $200 per person is requested at the time of booking and balance is due October 26, 2023. By paying 
the deposit, you agree to the Terms & Conditions, Activity Level and Cancellation Policy outlined. Payments can be made by 
online banking or cheque (1.5% discount on tour fare), or by Visa or Mastercard. 
Discounts: Early bookers receive $80 discount on first 15 seats and $40 on next 10 seats for booking early with deposit. The 
discount is not offered after October 26, 2023. 
Cancellation Policy: Up to September 26, 2023, your tour payments will be refunded less an administrative charge of $50 per 
person. From September 27 to October 26, the cancellation charge is $100 per person. From October 27 to November 24, 
the cancellation charge is 60% of the tour fare. After November 24, there is no refund. 
Itinerary and Fare Changes:  Due to continuing after effects of the pandemic, sometimes we are notified about changes to 
the itinerary prior to departure and sometimes during the tour. We do our best to substitute a similar service if something 
cancels, but occasionally the only alternative is to provide a refund for the missed activity. Please note that if we are forced to 
cancel a component of an extensive tour due to an issue beyond our control, the current penalties still apply if you choose to 
cancel the entire tour. Fuel surcharges and changes to currency exchange rates, taxes or other tour costs can occur at any 
time, therefore Wells Gray Tours reserves the right to increase fares due to such changes up to departure.  
Food Allergies: You must notify us no later than at final payment if you have a food allergy. Restaurants may not be able to 
satisfy all food allergies. (An allergy causes medical distress, a preference does not.)  

Travel Insurance: A Comprehensive Insurance policy is available through Wells Gray Tours and coverage is provided by Travel 
Guard. Policies purchased at deposit include a waiver of the pre-existing condition clause, otherwise policies can be purchased 
no later than at final payment.
